WELSH SALON OF PHOTOGRAPHY

Principle

There shall be an annual exhibition of prints and projected images to be known as The Welsh Salon of Photography

Closing Date

The closing date for entries will be the date of the A.G.M. for that year.

Entry

· Entries must be made through the competition or general secretary of member clubs.

· Sections will comprise monochrome prints, colour prints and projected images (slides or prints).

· Each section will have a maximum of 4 items.

· Prints and slides may be either home or trade processed.

· Work accepted for a previous Salon will not be eligible.

· An entrant may enter the THREE sections.

· An entrant may not submit a mixture of slides and DPIs.

· Slides will no longer be accepted for entry (2012).
· Prints must be mounted. 
· The mounting board should be 50cm x 40cm and no larger. Failure to comply will result in the disqualification of that print.

· The same image must NOT be entered in more than ONE section
· Each print must bear, on the reverse, a title; the name and address of the entrant; the name of the club/ society.

· Digital images should be recorded on a CDR in JPEG  format(.jpg)

· The image title should be the same as the name on the entry form in the format 1-TITLE, 2-TITLE and so on to ease administration of your entry.

· File size will be no bigger than 1400 x 1050 pixels and set at 300dpi.

· The image will be projected using a projector with an output of 1400 x 1050 at 72 ppi with a colour setting of ADOBE RGB 1998 Colour Temp 6500K.

· Each CDR must bear the name and address of the entrant; the titles of the images; the name of the club / society.

Selectors

THREE selectors will be appointed by the E.C., at least one of whom will be appointed from outside the WPF.

Entry Fees

Entry fees will be fixed by the E.C. and should be included with the entry.

Packaging

Clubs must ensure entries are suitably packed to prevent them from damage in transit.

Tenure of Trophies

Clubs must return Salon trophies and those awarded to individual members by the date of the AGM in the year following their receipt.

WALTER MORGAN MEMORIAL TROPHY

Principle

There shall be an annual inter-club competition for monochrome and colour slides and digital images as a tribute to the work in Wales of the late Walter Morgan. This shall be known as The Walter Morgan Memorial Trophy Competition.

Closing date

The competition will be held concurrently with The Welsh Salon of Photography.

Entry

· An entry shall consist of SIX projected images

· No more than ONE from any worker

· Entries shall be nominated by the club from its Salon entries.

· Entries my comprise monochrome and colour slides or digital imaged in any proportion.

· The entrant MUST hold the copyright of the whole image.

· Projected images must not have been accepted in any previous Salon

Method of judging

· The judges will award marks to each projected image.

· The club submitting the 6 projected images having the highest total shall be the winner.

· The winning club will be awarded a trophy they will hold for a year.

· In the event of a tie, the winning clubs shall jointly receive the Trophy: the period of retention being mutually agreed between them.

· After judging all the entries shall be considered for awards at the Salon along with the general entry.

GWYN MORGAN MEMORIAL TROPHY

Principle

There shall be an annual inter-club competition for prints as a tribute to the work of the late Gwyn Morgan. This shall be known as The Gwyn Morgan Memorial Trophy Competition.

Entry

· An entry shall consist of SIX monochrome or colour prints.

· Entries will be nominated by the club from its Salon entries

· No more than ONE print per worker

· Entries may comprise monochrome or colour prints in any proportion.

· The copyright of the whole image MUST be held by the entrant.

· Prints must not have been accepted in any previous Salon.

Method of selection

· The selector(s) will be from outside the W.P.F

· Each club’s submission will be viewed as a group of 6

· Each set of six prints will be assessed together

· Sets will be assessed by elimination the highest ranking set  will be deemed to be the winner and entitled to receive the Trophy

· In the event a tie, the Trophy shall be awarded jointly to the clubs. The period of retention of the Trophy shall be mutually agreed by the clubs.

· After judging all the entries shall be considered for awards at the Salon along with the general entry.
